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Opening and departure times:
* The Campsite is open from 12pm on Thursday to 12pm on the Monday.
* A weekend camping ticket allows access throughout the weekend (Thur-Mon).
* Access to set up at the campsite is until 9pm each night.

Vehicles on Campsite:

* Cars are parked next to your tents/caravans unless parked on the hard-standing at Clarks
where you will need to park in the nearby parking area. Scooters are not permitted.

In an emergency go straight to the security check in hut.

Safety:

* Open fires are not permitted in the campsite. Barbecues are permitted but must be raised off the ground. Please
dispose of coals and single-use barbecues (once cool) in the metal bins provided.
