INTRODUCTION 

Following the successful introduction of the inaugural Knockhill Open Saloon Series in 2012 the Knockhill Motor Sports Club are delighted to announce that for 2013 the series will continue to run at all Knockhill Motor Sports Club race meetings, utilising both clockwise and anti-clockwise circuit directions.  New for 2013 is a class for BMW 3-Series Compact cars and Mazda MX5 Mk1 1600cc cars.

Contested over 3 events all organised and managed by the Knockhill Motor Sports Club, the series caters for MINI Cooper’s, BMW 3-Series Compact's, Mazda MX5 Mk1's, Ford Fiesta XR2, Fiesta Zetec’s and Fiesta ST’s, running to Scottish Championship specification.  An invitation class is also included to allow drivers with similar suitably prepared cars to compete.

	In accordance with current Government Legislation, the Organisers of every round are legally obliged to withhold tax at the current basic rate on all payments to non-UK resident sportsmen/sportswomen. That is, those persons who do not have a normal permanent residence in the UK. The UK does not include the Isle of Man, Channel Isles or Eire.

This means that the Organisers of every round are required to deduct tax at the relevant rate, from such payments they may make to non-UK residents.                                                                                                       

Under certain circumstances, it is possible for competitors to enter into an agreement with the Inland Revenue to limit tax withheld. Any application for such an arrangement must be made in writing and not later than 30 days before their payment is due.

	ENTRIES

	
	

	3.1.1
	Competitors are responsible for sending in correct and complete entries with the correct entry fees prior to the entry closing date, which shall be 14 days before every round.

	
	

	3.1.2
	Incorrect or incomplete entries (including driver to be nominated entries) are to be held in abeyance until they are complete and correct. The date of receipt for acceptance of entry purposes shall be the date on which the Secretary of the Meeting receives the missing or corrected information or fee.

	
	

	3.1.3
	Any withdrawal of Entry or Driver/Car changes made after the acceptance of any entry must be notified to the Secretary of the Meeting in writing. If Driver/Vehicle changes are made after publication of Entry Lists with Final Instructions the competitor concerned must apply for approval of acceptance by the Stewards of the meeting before signing on. 

	
	

	3.1.4
	The Maximum entry fee for every round shall be as stipulated in the Supplementary Regulations plus any late entry surcharge imposed by the club.

	
	

	3.1.5
	In the event of any rounds being oversubscribed the Organising Clubs in liaison with the co-ordinator / organiser may at their discretion run Qualification Races. For Qualification Race procedures see 3.13 of these regulations.  

	
	

	3.1.6
	Reserves are to be nominated on the final list of entries published with Final Instructions or Amendment Sheet Bulletins. All Reserves will practice and replace withdrawn or retired entries Reserve Number order irrespective of class. If Reserves are given Grid Places prior to issue of the first Grid Sheets for any round the times set in Practice shall determine their grid positions. If Reserves are given places after publication of the grid sheet and prior to cars being collected in the Official “Assembly Areas” they will be placed at the rear of the Grid and be started without any time delay. Otherwise, they will be held in the Pitlane and be released to start the race after the last car to start the GREEN FLAG LAP or last car to take the start has passed the startline or pitlane exit, whichever is the later. Such approval to start MUST be obtained from the Clerk of the Course.

	Organisers will notify competitors of the times and locations for all briefings in the Final Instructions for the meetings.  Competitors must attend all briefings.

	PRACTICE

	
	

	3.3.1
	The minimum period of practice to be as specified in the MSA Regulations in respect of circuit lengths.

	
	

	3.3.2
	Should any practice session be disrupted the Clerk of the Course shall not be obliged to resume the session or re-run sessions to achieve the championship/series criteria and the decision of the Clerk of the Course shall be final.

	
	

	3.3.3
	Should the need arise to stop any practice, RED LIGHTS will be switched on at the Start Line and RED FLAGS will be displayed at the startline and at all other Marshal Signalling Points around the circuit.  

This is the signal for all drivers to cease circulating at racing speeds, to slow to a safe and reasonable pace and return to the pitlane unless directed by officials not to do so.

	QUALIFICATION

	
	

	
	Each driver should complete a minimum of 3 laps practice in the car to be raced and in the correct session in order to qualify for selection and order of precedence as set out in the MSA regulations Q.4.5 and Q.12.9. The Clerk of the Course and or Stewards of the meeting shall have the right to exclude any driver whose practice times or racing are considered unsatisfactory as per MSA Regulation Q.4.5.

	RACES

	
	

	3.5.1
	The standard minimum scheduled distance shall be 10 laps whenever practicable but the Clerk of the Course or Stewards of the meeting reserve the right to reduce this distance if required.

	
	

	3.6
	STARTS

	
	

	3.6.1
	All race start countdowns are to have a minimum elapsed period of 3 minutes from the time all cars are released to form up the grid to the start of the Green Flag lap(s) in the grid formation detailed on the Circuit Track Licence.

	
	

	3.6.2.    
	The minimum countdown procedures/audible warning sequence shall be:

Standing Starts:

1 minute to start of Green Flag lap - Start Engines/Clear Grid.

30 Seconds - Visible and audible warnings for the start of Green Flag lap.

	
	

	3.6.3
	The use of tyre heating/heat retention devices, tyre treatments and compounds is prohibited on the grid.

	
	

	3.6.4
	Any cars removed from the grid after the 1-minute stage or driven into the pits on Green Flag shall be held in the pit lane. They may start the race after the last car to take the start from the grid has passed the start line or pit lane exit, whichever is the later.

	
	

	3.6.5
	Any drivers unable to start the Green Flag lap or start are required to indicate their situation as per MSA Regulation Q.12.13.2. Any drivers unable to maintain grid positions on the Green Flag to the extent that ALL other cars are ahead of them may complete the Green Flag Lap but MUST remain at the rear of the last row of the grid but ahead of any cars to be started with a time delay.

	
	

	3.6.6
	Excessive weaving to warm-up tyres using more than 50% of the track width and falling back in order to accelerate and practice starts, is prohibited.

	
	

	3.6.7
	A five second board will be shown to indicate that the grid is complete. The red lights will be switched on five seconds after the board is withdrawn. 

In the event that the starting lights fail the Starter will revert to using the National Flag.

	
	

	3.7
	RACE STOPS

	
	

	3.7.1
	Should the need arise to stop any race, RED LIGHTS will be switched on at the Start Line and RED FLAGS will be displayed at the startline and at all Marshals Signalling Points around the circuit.  

This is the signal for all drivers to cease circulating at racing speeds, to slow to a safe and reasonable pace and to return to the starting grid area, which will automatically become a Parc Fermé area.  

Cars may not enter the Pits unless directed to do so. Work on cars already in the Pits must cease when a race is stopped.

	
	

	3.7.2
	Case A – Less than two laps completed by the race leader. 

	
	The Race will be null and void. The race will restart from the original grid positions. Competitors unable to take the restart may be replaced by reserves who will start at the back of the grid in reserve order. Gaps on the grid should not be closed up. The length of the restarted race will be determined by the Clerk of the Course.

	
	

	3.7.3
	Case B – More than two laps completed by the race leader but less than 75% 

	
	The Race will restart from the grid set out in the finishing order of part one (as per Q.5.4.2) The result of the race will be the finishing order at the end of part 2. The length of the restarted race will be determined by the Clerk of the Course.

	
	

	3.7.4
	If the leader has completed more than 75% of the race distance or duration it shall not be re-started and the results will be declared in accordance with MSA Regulation Q.5.4.3, unless the Clerk of the Course, in consultation with the Stewards deem it appropriate to restart the race.

	All vehicles reported involved in contact incidents during races or practice must be re-presented to the Scrutineers before continuing in the races or practice.

	PITS AND PIT LANE SAFETY

	PITS: Entrants must ensure that the MSA, Circuit Management and Organising Club Safety Regulations are complied with at all times.

	
	

	3.9.2
	PIT LANE: The outer lane or lanes are to be kept unobstructed to allow safe passage of cars at all times. The onus shall be on all Drivers to take due care and drive at minimum speeds in  pitlanes. 

	
	

	3.9.3
	REFUELLING: May only be carried out in accordance with MSA Regulations Q.13.1.1 to Q.13.1.4, Circuit Management Regulations and SR’s or Final Instructions issued for each Meeting.

	After taking the Chequered Flag drivers are required to;  Progressively and safely slow down, remain behind any competitors ahead of them, return to the Pit Lane Entrance as instructed, comply with any directions given by marshals or officials and to keep the helmets on and harnesses done up while on the circuit or pit lane.

	All Practice Timesheets, Grids, Race Results are deemed PROVISIONAL until all vehicles are released by Scrutineers after Post Practice/Race Scrutineering and/or after completion of any Judicial or Technical Procedures.

	TIMING MODULES

	
	

	3.12.1
	All competitors will be required to fit Electronic Self Identification Modules to their cars for the purposes of accurate timing.  Holders for these and detailed fitting instructions will be issued with the transponders and it will be the responsibility of the competitor to fit these in the car in the position and manner specified.  The Modules must be in place and functioning correctly for all Series qualifying practice sessions and races.  The setting and servicing of these items must only be carried out by properly authorised MSA licenced Timekeepers.  Competitors will be charged by the timing company for replacement of the Modules due to misuse or loss at any time during the season.

	Competitors may not place electronic timing equipment within five metres of the official Start, Finish or any other official timing lines at any event or test session/day.  Any such equipment placed within these zones will be removed.

	At Knockhill with the circuit operating in clockwise direction, the Safety Car will be located in the Tri-Oval and it will normally join and exit the circuit immediately after the exit from the hairpin.

	The onus is on the Entrant to provide documentation, acceptable to the Organisers, to support the compliance of any part of the vehicle with these regulations.

	
	

	5.1.3
	The Organisers reserve the right to exclude any vehicle, which, in their opinion, does not comply with the spirit of the Regulation.

	
	

	5.1.4
	All vehicles must comply with MSA Regulations J, K and Q (Technical) as relevant and as clarified in writing by the Organisers.

	GENERAL  DESCRIPTION

	
	

	5.2.1
	The Knockhill Open Saloon Series is for competitors driving Saloons Cars compliant with the published 2013 Scottish MINI Cooper Cup, 2013 Scottish Fiesta Championship, 2013 Scottish BMW Compact Cup and 2013 Scottish Mazda MX5 Cup Technical Regulations and any bulletins issued, which are prepared and raced in compliance with these regulations and segregated into six classes.

	
	

	
	A – MINI’s compliant with the 2013 Scottish MINI Cooper Cup Technical Regulations

B – Ford Fiesta XR2 cars compliant with the 2013 Scottish Fiesta Championship Technical Regulations

C – Ford Fiesta ST & Zetec S cars compliant with the Scottish Fiesta Championship Technical Regulations and referring BRSCC Ford Fiesta Challenge Technical Regulations.

D - BMW E36 Compact 318 Ti cars compliant with the Scottish BMW Compact Cup Technical Regulations

E - Mazda MX5 Mk1 1600cc cars compliant with the Scottish Mazda MX5 Cup Technical Regulations and referring BRSCC MX5 Championship Techical Regulations.

F – Invitation class at the discretion of the Knockhill Motor Sports Club for cars not complying with the criteria for Classes A, B, C, D or E..

	EXAMINATION OF VEHICLES

	
	

	
	The organisers (in addition to any other powers they may have under these Regulations reserve the right before or after any race in the championship/series to designate any one or more of the competing cars for special eligibility scrutineering. Upon such election being made the competitor shall immediately place the car under the control of the organisers and be deemed to have permitted all such scrutineering, examination and testing as the organisers may responsibly require to undertake. The organisers have the right to:

	Examine the car at the circuit for such period as they may reasonably require and take fuel samples and/or 

	
	

	b
	Retain the car for detailed examination at premises chosen by the organisers. If the organisers elect to retain the car they shall make it available for collection by the competitor at least seven days prior to the qualification session for the next race in the championship/series unless the car is found to be in breach of these regulations and/or 

	
	

	c
	Seal the car and its components in such a manner as they may choose and require the competitor at their own expense to present the car at any other premises chosen by the organisers for detailed examination within a specified period and/or remove the car by transporter at no expense to the competitor to an appointed location. The competitor will be advised in writing of the time, date and location of the subsequent testing or eligibility examination.  

	
	

	
	The overseen stripping of the engine or any required component will be undertaken by the competitor and/or mechanic/technician nominated by the competitor.

	
	

	
	The organisers reserve the right to re-inspect vehicles at any time during the course of the season, should there have been a regulation infringement or circuit incident.  

	
	

	
	Competitors will be personally and solely responsible for ensuring that their cars comply with their registration details and with these regulations for each event at which they are entered. Failure to comply in either respect will be a breach of these regulations. Queries concerning eligibility should be referred in writing to the organisers/championship/series Eligibility Scrutineer at least seven days prior to an event entered, to permit a ruling in advance of any meeting at which it is intended to compete.
